5. When we become Christians, our lives should reflect to unbelievers our relationship with God (Leviticus 2:13; Matthew 5:13). 

A Fragrant Offering

6.
When Jesus Christ offered Himself as the perfect sacrifice for sin, it became a fragrant offering to God, making it possible for us to give ourselves to God as a fragrant offering (Leviticus 3:5; Ephesians 5:1-2; Philippians 4:15-18).

Unintentional Sins

7. Our goal as Christians should be to conform our lives more and more to the will of God, realizing that Christ’s blood continues to cleanse us from all sin, even though those sins are unintentional (Leviticus 4:22-23; 1 John 1:9).

The Perfect Sacrifice

8. All of the Levitical sacrifices and laws were a temporary means for attaining a measure of holiness until the Lord Jesus Christ once and for all became the perfect sacrifice for our sins enabling us to experience both positional holiness and progressive holiness (Leviticus 7:37-38; Hebrews 10:1; 10:11-14).
