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Listening to God

1. When God speaks once, we should listen carefully, but when He speaks numerous times and in various ways, we should listen all the more (Numbers 1:1; Hebrews 1:1-3).

Reflection and Response: What can we do to be more intentional about listening to God daily?

Orderly Lives
2. God is a God of order, and since we are made in His image, we should live our lives in an orderly fashion (Numbers 2:1-2; 1 Timothy 3:4-5; 1 Corinthians 14:33, 40).

Reflection and Response:  In what ways can I (we) be more orderly in the way we conduct our daily activities including my (our) walk with God?


Spiritual Leadership
3. In order to carry out God’s will in the world, we need qualified spiritual leaders to teach us and guide us in our family lives, our church functions and in our vocational activities (Numbers 3:5-7; Galatians 22-23a; 1 Corinthians 11:1).

Reflection and Response:  Why is it so important to select leaders in the church who are spiritually mature?

Sinful Actions

4. When we sin against another person, we are sinning against God and are guilty because we have walked out of the will of God (Numbers 5:5-6; 1 Peter 3:7).

Reflection and Response:  Why is it that many Christians don’t stop to think about the fact that sinning against another human being is sinning against God?

Making Restitution

5. As Christians, whenever possible, when we have wronged someone, we should make restitution (Numbers 5:5-7; Matthew 5:23-24; James 5:16).

Reflection and Response:  To what extent is it necessary for a Christian who has wronged someone, particularly in an economic sense, to go beyond asking for forgiveness and to make restitution?

The Law of Jealousy

6. As Christians, we should avoid creating jealousy in others, and we should deal with these feelings in our own lives in ____________________ ways (Numbers 5:29-30; Proverbs 6:34-35; 1 Corinthians 13:11-12, 1 Corinthians 13:13).

Reflection and Response:   Why are the feelings of “affection” and “jealousy” twin emotions and how can we keep them from becoming sinful?

Reflection and Response:   What are the values of pronouncing a blessing on our fellow Christians—including our children?

Modeling Generosity

Reflection and Response:  Why is modeling so important when it comes to encouraging others to be generous with their material possessions?

Ceremonially Clean

Reflection and Response:   To what extent in our daily lives do you think about the fact that the trumpet could sound any moment and could call all true believers to meet the Lord Jesus Christ?

Sharing Our Blessings

11. As believers, we must never forget to share our blessings with others, and   especially with those who have helped us achieve our _____________   ______________on our spiritual journey (Numbers 10:31-32; Galatians 6:10).

Reflection and Response:  Why is it so easy to forget what others have done in helping us to achieve our goals in life?

The Sin of Ungratefulness

12. As God’s people who are recipients of God’s greatest blessing—_______________________ through Jesus Christ—we must continually be on guard against the sin of ungratefulness (Numbers 11:1a; 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18).

Being Honest with God
