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God’s Redemptive Plan

1. When we get confused, alarmed and perhaps discouraged because of world events, we should refocus our thoughts on God’s great redemptive plan that is rooted in biblical history (1 Chronicles 1:1; Genesis 12:1-3; Romans 5:12; Romans 5:17; Romans 5:19; Matthew 1:1; Luke 3:23; 3:38).

The Book of Life

2. Each one of us who has sincerely received the Lord Jesus Christ as Savior can be assured that our names will never be erased from God’s Book of Life (1 Chronicles 9:1; Revelation 3:5; John 1:11-12).

How can each one of us—whether Jew or Gentile—be sure our names are 
written 
in the Book of Life? (See John 1:11-12).              

God’s Discipline

3. God’s grace is immeasurable, even among Christians who sin persistently, but we must not abuse that grace realizing that we’ll eventually be disciplined by our heavenly Father 

(1 Chronicles 10:13; 1 Corinthians 11:30). 


Reflection and Response


How can we as Christians live our lives free from fear regarding this kind of extreme 
discipline?
An Unselfish Heart

4. In our relationships with fellow Christians, we must be cautious never to take advantage of others in order to meet our own needs (1 Chronicles 11:17-19; Acts 2:29-31; 1 Samuel 16:7; Philippians 2:3-5).


Reflection and Response



How can we make our needs and even our desires known without allowing selfish 
motives to become a means of manipulating our fellow Christians?

A God-Fearing Heart

5. God our heavenly Father wants us to consult fellow Christians for wisdom, but 
more importantly, He wants us to consult Him as the omniscient and Holy God, and to seek His will in the written Word of God (1 Chronicles 13:1-4; Philippians 2:12-13).

How can we balance our freedom in Christ with a sense of awe and godly 
fear?

An Obedient Heart

6. God wants us to learn from our mistakes by consulting His Word and responding in obedience (1 Chronicles 15:1-3; 1 Chronicles 15:13; 2 Timothy 2:15).

What are some guidelines for studying the Scriptures and interpreting God’s words 
accurately?

A Thankful Heart

7. We should always honor God by thanking Him for His blessings and goodness, even in difficult circumstances (1 Chronicles 16:7-10; 1 Chronicles 16:34; Ephesians 5:18-21).

How can we practice this principle more effectively, both personally and 
corporately?

A Humble Heart

8. God wants us to humbly and faithfully serve Him, regardless of our position and who is honored (1 Chronicles 17:23; 1 Peter 5:1-3; 1 Chronicles 17:7; 1 Peter 6:6-7). 


Reflection and Response



To be tempted to “be prideful” is a universal experience, but why is this particularly 
true of successful spiritual leaders—and how can they avoid yielding to this temptation?

A Repentant Heart

9. When we are confronted with our sins, God desires that we respond with repentant and broken hearts (1 Chronicles 21:8; Psalm 51:17; Revelation 2:5).

Why is it so difficult for some Christians who have violated the will of God to 
respond with true repentance and brokenness?

A Compassionate Heart

10. When we have sinned against God and caused others to suffer, we should not only take full responsibility for our actions, but do so with compassion for those we’ve hurt (1 Chronicles 21:17; Matthew 18:6).

The Succession Process

11. If we are planning to step aside so others can take our leadership roles, we should do all we can to help our successors be successful (1 Chronicles 22:5; 2 Timothy 4:1-2, 5).

Modeling Generosity

12. When attempting special projects for the Lord requiring financial support, as spiritual leaders in the church we should model generosity (1 Chronicles 29:3, 6; 1 Thessalonians 2:9; 

2 Corinthians 8:1-5).

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Introductory Comments

1 and 2 Chronicles


In the early Hebrew manuscripts 1 and 2 Chronicles were one scroll. The earliest evidence of the division of the book into two is the Septuagint, the Greek version of the Old Testament of about 200 B.C.


The author of 1 and 2 Chronicles is not mentioned in the Old Testament but Jewish tradition has suggested that it was Ezra. However, there is no way to be certain in the matter, so it has become customary to refer to the author as “the chronicler.” 


More than half of 1 and 2 Chronicles has parallels in 1 and 2 Samuel and 1 and 2 Kings. 


1st Chronicles was written after the exile (approximately 425 B.C.) and the author sought to inspire the remnant of Israelites with their extraordinary spiritual heritage. 


Appropriately, 1 Chronicles focuses on David and his priority to establish the worship of God as the center of Israel’s national life.
